Topic

Category: Best short TV programmes (mini-documentary and mini-drama formats) - up to 6 min

The fragmentation of the audiences created by the mushrooming of satellite TV channels and the faster pace of development of broadcasting has generated an interest in shorter programmes. Shorter programmes are more easily repeated, if they are well made and help broadcasters to fill up the time slots. Shorter programmes could also easily be uploaded on the web into sites like YouTube. This serves as an opportunity for the broadcasters to strengthen their brands across the world. This year AIBD TV award provide a platform for its members to show off their capabilities in this area of shorter productions.

All the TV programmes will be judged according to the following two criteria

Idea:

· Is the subject relevant for the format?

· How effective is the programme in dealing with this format?

· Is it properly targeted?

· Is it instructive, creative, entertaining and/or innovative?

· Does it capture and hold their attention?

Production values:

· Are the sets, the camera work, the lighting and the sound quality coordinated so as to enhance the presentation?

· Do the casting, writing, directing, editing, etc., convey the idea of this programme effectively to the viewer?

Technical requirements & Rules

The programme, if not in English, must have English subtitles.

The TV programme should be at least 6 minutes.

Broadcasting organizations are allowed to submit 2 programmes maximum per category.

Dead line

An entry form and a copy of the TV programme should reach the AIBD not later than June 7, 2010.
