����    A trophy and a certificate presented by the Asia – Pacific Institute for  
        Broadcasting Development. 
 
 
Criteria 

The Prize will be given to the Producer of the best TV Documentary entered (15 - 60 Minutes) that 
meets the following criteria: 
 
 
1. The programme must effectively increase understanding and awareness by offering a 

clear and broad picture of the situation, and addressing the various issues related to the 
conflict. It must show various viewpoints and offer the opportunity to all the communities/ 
groups involved in the conflict to express their outlook and perspectives in a constructive 
way. The programme must contribute to defuse tension between the protagonists 
concerned, and outline techniques for conflict resolution. 
 

2. The programme should be creative and innovative with the ability to capture audience‘s 
attention, and offer excellent production values. 
 

3. The programme should reflect the responsibility of the media in promoting conflict 
resolution and understanding. 
 

4. In addition, the programme must have been aired or must be scheduled for broadcasting 
in its originating country on national and/or any private TV network (broadcasting sheet to 
be provided). 
 

5. The programme must have been produced in the last 24 months before submission. 
 

6. The programme must be either in English or in any other language with English subtitles. 
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Open to all TV producers 

� All Television Producers from public service broadcasting organizations, private networks and 
free lancers can participate in this competition. Entries will be accepted from all 
producers, regardless of the nature, size and shape of the organization they might belong to. 

� Each producer/organization can submit up to two TV programmes. 

� There is no registration fee for TV producers from the AIBD member countries and organizations, 
as well as for ABU, ASBU, CBA, EBU and SABA member organizations. The registration fee for 
other broadcasting organizations / Individual would be US$ 50.00 to be paid to the following 
account:
